There is a myth that Christians inside Churches are all ôgoodõ people who have 

never done any wrong or never do things wrong. Let me explode this myth. Christians are ordi-

nary people who have made mistakes in life like everyone else and continue to make errors of 

judgment. The difference is that Christians believe  (and know it to be true) that we can come 

to Jesus to confess our wrong actions and wrong thoughts and words and can be forgiven; that 

the slate is wiped clean and we have the opportunity to begin again. The world is not so forgiv-

ing or wanting to be reconciled. That is the difference between Christians and those who have 

no faith. Christians do not live in some holy bubble; they live in the world, serving humanity, 

and serving and loving their communities in whichever ways they can.  Christians confront 

injustice head on, Christians do care for the vulnerable and those who cannot care for them-

selves. They do work to relieve poverty, ignorance and help those who are in need. Christians are 

at the forefront of education and upholding the rule of law, as was seen so graphically in our 

newspapers and televisions recently. 

 We may be living in a rural backwater in this beautiful county of Devon, but that it not 

to say that wrongs donõt happen. People do say wrong words and do wrong actions. Humanity 

has a great capacity for addictions of all kinds and they are all here, be it on our small screens 

in a glass or taken internally. Abuse of all kinds takes place, even here. What I do know is 

that taking a small step of faith in the name of Jesus can lead to the transformation of lives 

and attitudes that are made better than before, and that needs are met. I know that the love Je-

sus has for each individual does change us for the good. May you pray the words of this 

prayer: Dear God, be good to me. The sea is so wide and my boat is so small. Amen. (Breton 
fishermanõs prayer)
